The “HEROES” for the American Red Cross 
fundraising campaign is an event to benefit the 
American Red Cross Union County Chapter.

Anyone can be a “HERO” by 
providing a minimum of $1,000 in financial support to the 
Union County Chapter to help support our lifesaving 
programs and services. Heroes have 3 weeks to raise their 
$1,000 by any means they want (i.e. collections from 
friends/family, car washes, bake sales, selling Heroes 
Squares and displaying them in schools and store fronts, 
business owners donating funds, etc.)

Mr. Romney, who spent tens of millions of dollars of his 
fortune on the race, added, “Frankly, in this time of war, I 
simply cannot let my campaign be a part of aiding the 
surrender to terror.”

Great Game... 
Forgettable Commercials 

Now that the game is over and we can look back on it I 
would challenge you to recall the best of the commercials to 
have run... without seeing them again on TV or the web. In a 
trade publication, an article published by USA Today earlier 
this year was quoted as showcasing the best 25 commercials 
to run in during the Super Bowl over the last 25 years. 
Certainly we could debate which ones they should be, but 
the point of interest is when they ran: 

16 were produced in the '80s  
6 were produced between 1990-1993  
2 were produced between 1994 and 1995  
Only 1 was produced in 1999  
No commercials produced after 1999 made the USA 
Today top commercial list  

How could so much be spent over the last nine years with 
such poor results? In my humble opinion, it boils down to 
two key reasons. One, is the time devoted to developing the 
concept of the ad. In this time of instant gratification and 
high end theatrical imagery, the key concept is often 
overlooked or ignored resulting in very glamorous "me too" 
type ads. Two, is the value of creativity. And this goes much 
deeper than just time allowed but the nurturing of creative's 
and the value given to them and their place in the scheme of 
things. 

OK, so what does this have to do with us here in Waxhaw 
you say? Remember when you are ready to advertise there 
are two types of ads and they are the same if you place them 
in the local coupon clipper or the Super Bowl.  

One, For Instant Gratification: Use a coupon or advertise a 
very good deal with the intent of driving customers to your 
store TODAY! or.. 

Two, Create an ad with a simple image oriented theme with 
the intention of having customers remember who you are. 
This will continue to bring them back again and again 
because they will remember you for the products and quality 
you bring to their shopping experience.  

I think you will agree that most people want to frequent a 
merchant that they know and who consistently offers a good 
product for a fair price. And, most importantly, will be there 
next week.  
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
